HOMEWORK POLICY
How much homework will there be?

If your child is in Pine you can expect 10 minutes of reading daily and 10 minutes of spelling if appropriate and, on occasion, an additional 10 minutes on another task.

If your child is in Lime you can expect 10 minutes of reading daily, weekly spelling and a weekly literacy and maths task, which should take 20 minutes.

If your child is in Birch you can expect 10 minutes of reading daily, weekly spelling and a weekly literacy and maths task, which should take 30 minutes.

If your child is in Ash you can expect 10 minutes of reading daily, a weekly task of literacy and maths, which should take 30 minutes and spelling if appropriate.

If your child is in Elm you can expect 10 minutes of reading daily, a weekly task of literacy and maths, which should take 30 minutes and spelling if appropriate.

Special Provision or therapists may set additional weekly tasks.

Keep it neat

When you look through your child’s homework, encourage them to work neatly.

Create a routine

Homework is always more successful if it is built into a routine at home. 

Provide a quiet place for your child to work

Provide a regular time

Provide a regular place

Provide the necessary tools

Be consistent

If your child has a regular commitment after school, they will need to organise their evenings to fit homework alongside. This is all part of learning how to manage their time and develop self-discipline.

Advice

Staff will always be on hand to discuss general homework problems and give advice and tips on how to tackle issues like time management and routine. If there is an issue about a specific piece of homework, the homework diary can be used as a means of passing on comments to the relevant teacher. If your child is not clear about what they have to do, and you can’t explain or help yourself, don’t worry but write a note in the diary.
